TOUR ITINERARY 

Day 1: Depart Sydney.  

Day 2: Arrive Munich. Meet your tour manager on 
arrival for a private coach transfer to Munich city centre. 
Overnight Munich. 

Day 3: Munich. Learn about the history of the city on a 
walking tour with an expert local guide. Enter the 
former Bavarian royal palace and view the Treasury of 
the Residenz. Overnight Munich. 

Day 4: Dachau and To Nuremberg. Private coach 
transfer to Dachau where a guide will lead a visit of the 
concentration camp memorial. Continue on coach to 
Nuremberg and take an orientation walk through the 
town centre. Overnight Nuremberg. 

Day 5: Rise of the Third Reich. Begin with a walking 
tour of the Rally Grounds, where millions of Nazi Party 
supporters gathered at the site for mass propaganda 
rallies in the 1930s. Visit Kaiserberg Castle and enjoy 
time in the medieval centre. Overnight Nuremberg. 

Day 6: To Italy. Private coach transfer to Munich Airport 
for the flight to Naples. Enjoy views of the coastline en 
route to the hotel. Overnight Bay of Naples. 

Day 7: Pompeii. A detailed investigation of Pompeii, the 
Roman port town preserved by the eruption of Mount 
Vesuvius in 79 AD. Explore the site with an expert local 
guide to see private and public buildings, bath 
complexes, daily life, economic activity, and evidence of 
the eruption. Overnight Bay of Naples. 

Day 8: Herculaneum. Visit the former Roman resort 
town of Herculaneum with an expert local guide. Enjoy 
an orientation walk through Sorrento in the late 
afternoon. Overnight Bay of Naples. 

 

 

Day 9: To Rome. Travel by private coach to Naples. 
View the extensive collection of artworks and artefacts 
at the National Archaeological Museum with a local 
guide. Go on an underground tour of the Catacombs of 
St Gennaro. Arrive in Rome in the late afternoon. 
Overnight Rome. 

Day 10: Rome. See the ancient Pantheon, the Baroque 
statues of Piazza Navona and throw a coin in the Trevi 
Fountain on a walking tour with your tour manager. 
Participate in a hands-on cooking class to learn about 
Italian pasta making. Overnight Rome. 

Day 11: Florence excursion. Travel by high-speed train 
through Tuscany to Florence. A local guide will lead a 
walking tour through the lovely city centre, followed by 
a visit to the food and leather markets. Overnight Rome. 

Day 12: Vatican City.  Visit Vatican City for a guided 
tour of the Vatican Museums and marvel at the 
splendour of St Peter’s Basilica. View the ancient Ara 
Pacis, the Spanish Steps and Via del Corso. Overnight 
Rome. 

Day 13: Ancient Rome. A local expert guide will lead a 
tour past the Colosseum and through Palatine Hill and 
Roman Forum. Browse the collections and exhibitions 
of the Capitoline Museum. Overnight Rome. 

Day 14: Depart Rome 

Day 15/16: Arrive Sydney. Arrive in the evening or 
following morning.
